With the lens | have, |
couldn’t get as wide as | would have wanted to since we were indoors and in smaller
rooms. However, | learned to just work with the equipment | obtain and use it to the best

of my abilities. It is my goal though to always improve those abilities. | tend to enjoy



working well when it either comes to editing, cinematography, writing, or recording
sound compared to being the best at just one of those things. It interests me to be able
to be as resourceful as possible to still get the job done in the proper way and filling in
any spot that is needed. Having more skills also allows you to have different mindset
when it comes to the production of a film.

Once you have started editing your work, you realize that you really didn’t need
to shoot so much footage, or maybe you needed to shoot more footage. When you start
writing, it helps you when you’re shooting so you know what exactly you need to shoot.
Also as an editor, you need to realize how often the cuts are going to be that flow with
the story when you write.
