All my script in the past has ended up in the stage play either for my church or schools none of them have been to studio door or producer’s table. I know I have what producer want, the story for this century and the action to enact it. I have stories that needs to be developed into Hollywood standard; they will go beyond boundaries of connecting Nollywood if not more. My major focus is to learn how to package my script to the right hand where my ideas will see the light of the day.
I am an engineer by profession, my skills could be useful in technical aspect as well. I want to learn how to transfer my ability to become a versatile auteur in film industry. I had never done anything related to film editing nor see any related software. Likewise, I am not knowledgeable about using ‘Final Draft’ to accomplish a screenwriting. It is just of recent I began hearing about camera angle, knowing about this is also a plus with animation creation. I think I had taking my time in searching for school where I could acquire what I need to be a professional filmmaker.
I love to be around filmmaker, happy seeing people in action and love to see the vent behind the camera. Acting has been my major source joy even when I am down, still want to go on stage or direct people in drama. I have worked as teacher, in factory, Oil and Gas, electric company, and now in Military but feel on fulfill because my mind kept on telling me that something is wasting away. It seams as if something is struggling with me to see the light of day, and if not give it a chance no matter how rich or influence, I will not be an achiever if all my creativity in my story book dies with me.
